Attendance of CAS research ingst guest lectures and discussions of individual
CAS Fellows’ projects are part of the programmEhe approved candidates are expected to suspeind th
teaching and administrative activities for the draof the fellowship in order to ensure full deafion to
their individual research work.

CAS will award the following monthly fellowships the approved candidates:

« Euro 700 for young scholars; and

« Euro 1000 for senior scholars.
The fellowship includes all taxes and social inaaeafees. The Fellows will receive working spacé¢hat
CAS office, have access to all information resosireamd become fully integrated in the research
environment and ongoing public events taking plawger the existing programmes of the Centre.

The Programme will be organized in two semesters:

« Semester I: March 1 to July 31, 2010; and

« Semester II: September 1 to December 31, 2010.
The candidates should indicate their preference.firtal distribution of the approved Fellows betweke
two semesters will be negotiated in view of therthBc composition of the groups.

Eligibility:

- All candidates have to be Bulgarian citizens.

« Requirements to young scholars: post-doctoral rebess, assistant professors and academic
associates who have defended their PhD dissertdtioing the 12 years directly preceding their
application. Candidates should be able to demdesseientific maturity by way of at least one
independent important publication on a topic déferfrom their PhD thesis and a promising track-
record of achievements appropriate to their rebelietd and career stage.

+ Requirements to senior scholars: associate profesfdl professors, doctors of science with a
record of no less than 10 years of significant Exhocontribution as evidenced by the number of
major publications (including at least 1 monograpid publications in international peer-reviewed
journals), participation in international reseaartd conferences, etc.
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Working Languages:

Most of CAS international events (workshops, fogusdp discussions, guest-lectures) are conducted in
English. Good command of English is thus a presdtgufor the comprehensive integration of the Felio
